concluded:

1. Subject matter of the contract
The Contractor undertakes to produce the following work for the Client:

The Contractor shall perform the agreed activity as a self-employed person with his/her own operating resources and within the scope of his/her professionally relevant trade license. He/she shall not be subject to any instructions from the Client with regard to the time and place of the activity and with regard to the specific performance of the activity.

The contractor may be represented by other suitable persons in the performance of the order or may call upon assistants without having to obtain the consent of the customer. Such representatives or assistants shall be under the responsibility of the Contractor. They must be sufficiently instructed by the contractor in the task to be performed and they are in particular also subject to the provisions of this contract (confidentiality obligation, etc.). The Contractor shall be responsible for the remuneration of substitutes or assistants.

The Contractor shall be liable for ensuring that the order is performed properly and on the agreed date in accordance with the above description.

The Contractor shall not be subject to any restrictions with regard to further activities for other companies, insofar as the fulfillment of this contract is not impaired. Any necessary official authorizations are to be acquired by the contractor him/herself.

The Client and the Contractor shall establish a contract for work and services with the present agreement. Labor law regulations (e.g. vacation law, continued payment in case of illness, collective agreement, entitlement to special payments, etc.) shall not apply.

2. Fee
explain it simple: The fee is a flat 20% for life for each customer that is signed up for explain it simple – www.explain-it-simple.com. No matter what services the customer concludes with explain it simple in the future, 20% for life will be charged. 

The fee is due to the contractor after successful completion of the agreed order (completion of the work) in 4 weeks billing mode. The Contractor undertakes to submit to the Client, prior to payment of the agreed fee, an invoice (fee note) for the services rendered by him/her, which may comply with the provisions of the Value Added Tax Act. However, the Client shall only accept an invoice with a fee plus a separately stated value-added tax if the Contractor submits to the Client a confirmation from the tax office regarding his/her value-added tax registration.

All expenses incurred by the Contractor as a result of the preparation or fulfillment of the work order shall be compensated with the flat fee. Thus, there will be no reimbursement of material costs, cash outlays and expenses (travel costs, telephone costs, etc).
2.1. Fee for self-employed salespersons who are placed with us
For all sales representatives referred to explain it simple, we always receive 5% of their sales for explain it simple projects for each completed order. 
3. Taxes and duties
No contributions, taxes and duties (in particular wage tax) shall be deducted from the agreed fee. Rather, the Contractor shall be obliged to pay the taxes and levies (e.g. income tax) due on the fee himself/herself and to ensure that the relevant tax returns (e.g. income tax return) are submitted.

It is pointed out that the Contractor, unless he/she is already registered as self-employed with the tax office, must notify his/her competent tax office of the work contract performance within one month of commencement of the contractual activity.

Furthermore, the Contractor shall be responsible for his/her own insurance coverage and shall comply with the statutory reporting and contribution obligations applicable to self-employed persons.

Upon signing the contract, the Contractor shall enclose a copy of the insurance coverage and a copy of the trade license.

4. Confidentiality and Data Protection
The Contractor undertakes not to provide third parties with information about the order or the results achieved and not to use it for his/her own purposes.

Furthermore, the Contractor shall be prohibited from disclosing to third parties any business and trade secrets as well as any other information he/she has obtained about the type, scope of operation and practical activity of the Client during the activity or even after completion of the work. This obligation to maintain secrecy shall also apply to operational knowledge about the Client's interests which the Contractor has acquired by chance, i.e. not in direct connection with the activity on the basis of this contract for work. The same shall apply to other data and circumstances which, by their nature, require confidential treatment. Data secrecy in accordance with the provisions of data protection law shall also be maintained.

The aforementioned obligation to maintain confidentiality shall exist for an unlimited period of time. 

The Contractor confirms that he/she has been correctly and completely informed about the collection of his/her personal data by the Client in accordance with the provisions of the General Data Protection Regulation (DSGVO).

5. Liability
The liability of the Contractor with regard to warranty and damages shall be determined by law. The Contractor shall be liable for the fault of third parties whose services he/she uses in the performance of the work.

6. Miscellaneous
The Contractor confirms that he/she has conscientiously and truthfully provided all information on which this contractual relationship is based and undertakes to notify the Client immediately of any changes (e.g. discontinuation or relevant restrictions of the business license).

No verbal collateral agreements have been made to the present contract. Changes and additions to this contract must be made in writing to be legally effective.

In the event that individual provisions of this contract should, contrary to expectations, be invalid, the remaining provisions of the contract shall remain unaffected. Instead of an invalid provision, a provision shall be deemed to have been agreed which comes as close as possible to the economic purpose of the invalid provision.

In the event of disputes arising from this contract, it is mutually agreed that the commercial court with local jurisdiction in accordance with the customer's registered office shall have jurisdiction.
